	Learning Plan

	· Hook/Motivation
	I will introduce the story, A Very Hungry Caterpillar, to the students which some of them will already be familiar with and I will read it aloud to them and discuss the different stages of butterfly’s life cycle. 

	· Connections to Previous Learning
	I will ask students to think about different insects and organisms that they see outside every day and ask them to think about how the butterfly in particular was created.

	· Activities
	I will introduce the lesson with the story.  Then I will put students into groups of three and ask then to go to the computer and I will already have the website in which they will use to do their research up on the computer.  I will then ask the students to sequence the stages of the life cycle of the butterfly by using the story we read and the internet as a guide.  Next, I will ask them to print off the coloring pages from each cycle and ask them to go back to their seats and work as a group to color them, cut them, out and glue them in the correct order on the poster board.
The students should listen to the story quietly while I read it to them.  They should follow the instructions from the teacher and use the website provided to do all of the research needed to complete their poster. They will collaborate as a group upon returning to their seats in order to create the poster. They will also present their posters to the class.


	· Connections to Other Disciplines
	The students have to sequence the life stages of the butterfly and sequencing is a part of social studies.  They will also use reading skills as they locate different information on the internet.

	· Extensions/Enrichments
	Students that finish early may read different books from the library that will already be in the classroom and follow the life stages of a different insect or organism of their choice.  They must list at least three facts about the insect that they chose.
