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Interdisciplinary Lesson Review:

Animals – My First Slide Show

Relative Advantages to using this lesson:

· This lesson gives students the opportunity to use a child friendly website as they explore the characteristics of four types of animals.

· This lesson will teach students how to save their information on diskettes.

· The students will use computer applications to create their pictures.

· This lesson will show the students how to make their pictures into a slide show and add sound to their slide show.

Grade Level: 2-4

Content Areas:

· Technology

· Science

This lesson addresses the following Georgia Performance Standards for 2nd – 4th grade:

S2L1.  Students will investigate the life cycles of different living organisms.
S3L1.  Students will investigate the habitats of different organisms and the dependence of organisms on their habitat.

S4l2.  Students will identify factors that affect the survival or extinction of organisms such as adaption, variation of behaviors (hibernation), and external features (camouflage and protection).  

Objectives:
1. To explain the characteristics of at least four types of animals. 
2. To add a text box to a graphic file. 
3. To recognize the A drive as the drive that reads diskettes. 
4. To save a file to a storage device such as a diskette. 
5. To retrieve previously saved files to import them into the presentation program.
6. To add transitions and sounds to the individual slides.

Essential Conditions:-

· Standards and Curriculum Support- Standards and curriculum are supported together as a unit through out this lesson.  The standards are not approached as separate subjects, but instead worked together to support both the subject and the technology skills learned.  
· Access to Hardware, Software, and Other Resources- Adequate hardware, software, and media would include the following: Kid Pix software, access to a computer for each student, diskettes/ flash drives

· Trained Personnel- The teacher must be familiar with the Kid Pix software in order to properly demonstrate for the students what is to be achieved throughout the lesson.  They must be hands on with the software by navigating through the program and creating a product of their own.  This will show students how to use the technology resources within the classroom rather than just adapting technical skills.

· Time must be scheduled ahead of time to make sure that each computer is equipped with the software and also to schedule the use of the computer lab, media center, or wireless cart.

· Arrangement must be made for students with special needs including the following: visually impaired, low level reading and comprehension

· Technical Assistance- The teachers must be trained on simple troubleshooting procedures for the use of the diskettes and flash drives.
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
